Your at-a-glance guide to what’s on board, including deck plans

Launched in 1995 b HRH Princess Alexandra, MV Isle of Lewis or Eilean Leòdhais is CalMac’s fastest ship, capable 
of reaching a speed of 18 knots. Spanning some 101 metres in length and carrying up to 970 passengers and 114 
cars, she is the largest in the fleet – her impressive scale perhaps best appreciated by standing at the rear of The 
Still bar on the upper deck from where you can see right through to Mariners cafeteria at the opposite end.

And yet for all her size and scale, MV Isle of Lewis is warm and welcoming too, with a whole host of services and 
facilities designed to ensure that you arrive at your destination relaxed and refreshed.

Toilets
There are Ladies and Gents Toilets on Deck 4 and Deck 5.

Baby-changing
Parents of babies and toddlers will find our dedicated 
Baby-Changing room located towards the stern of Deck 4.

Mobility Impaired Facilities
Passengers with impaired mobility or using wheelchairs 
are well catered for on board MV Isle of Lewis. The lift 

from the Vehicle Deck to Deck 4 can comfortably accommodate 
wheelchairs. There is also a Disabled Toilet located on Deck 4 next to 
the Gents Toilet. Should you require assistance at any time, just ask a 
member of our crew who will be happy to help.  

Pet Areas
Pets are welcome on board and we have dedicated Pet Areas 
located on Deck 4. Please note passengers are responsible for 

the welfare and conduct of their pets whilst in terminal areas and 
on board.

TV lounge
Pass the time with a seat in our TV Lounge, located on Deck 5, 
just next to the Coffee Cabin.

Observation lounge
The Observation Lounge on Deck 5 is a comfortable area for 
relaxing and for taking in spectacular views as you head to 

your destination.

Recliner lounge
Sit back, unwind and watch the views slip slowly by from the 
comfort of our recliner seating, located on Deck 5.

Baggage areas
For those travelling with luggage, Baggage Areas are located 
on both sides of Deck 4. 

Outdoor seating
From stunning island scenery to brisk Scottish winds, enjoy 
the best of the great outdoors with a seat out on deck, to the 

stern of Deck 5 or Deck 6.

Mariners
Located to the bow on Deck 4 surrounded by stunning sea 
views from either side, Mariners cafeteria offers an informal 

and unique dining experience. Whether you’re looking for breakfast, 
lunch, dinner or a light snack there’s something for everyone 
including a dedicated children’s menu and vegetarian options – also 
look out for our daily specials. Bright and spacious, Mariners offers 
delicious fresh meals using local produce wherever possible.

Coffee Cabin
To the bow of Deck 5 you’ll find the Coffee Cabin serving 
light snacks, speciality coffees, hot beverages and a range of 

confectionery. Sit in the TV or nearby Observation Lounges or enjoy 
out on deck. Look out for special offers too.

MV Isle of Lewis also has her own shop where 
you can stock up on everyday essentials such as 

newspapers, magazines, sweets and soft drinks, or buy local island 
produce and branded merchandise – ideal as gifts or souvenirs. You’ll 
find the shop next to the central square area on Deck 4.
